While dominant 

discourses often frame resilience and innovation in technological or economic terms, this 

study argues that Islamic intellectual traditions provide a holistic and ethically grounded 

paradigm for adaptive resilience and responsible innovation. Employing qualitative textual 

analysis of classical Islamic sources and contemporary scholarly works, the paper 

conceptualises key notions such as tawhid, maqasid al-shari‘ah, ijtihad, and maslahah as 

dynamic mechanisms of intellectual adaptability and societal resilience. The findings indicate 

that Islamic studies offer critical insights for guiding innovation towards moral accountability, 

social justice, and human well-being in the post-digital condition. The paper contributes 

theoretically by reconceptualising resilience and innovation through an Islamic 

epistemological lens, positioning Islamic studies as a foundational framework rather than a 

supplementary ethical discourse in post-digital innovation debates.

The post-digital age represents a civilizational phase in which digital technologies are no 

longer perceived as external tools but are deeply embedded within social structures, 

epistemologies, governance systems, and ethical decision-making processes. Artificial 

intelligence, algorithmic governance, big data analytics, and digital platform economies 

increasingly shape human interaction and institutional authority. While these developments 

promise efficiency, connectivity, and innovation, they also generate profound global challenges, 

including ethical ambiguity, social fragmentation, digital inequality, and crises of meaning. The 

post-digital condition does not merely denote an advanced stage of digitalisation, but a phase in 

which digital technologies have become invisible infrastructures shaping cognition, governance, 

and ethical decision-making. In this context, technological systems no longer appear as tools 

external to human agency, but as embedded environments that redefine power, authority, and 

moral responsibility (Floridi, 2015; Floridi, 2019; UNESCO, 2022). 

In response to these challenges, resilience and innovation have emerged as central 

analytical categories across multiple disciplines. Resilience is no longer confined to notions of 

recovery or stability but is increasingly understood as the capacity for adaptation, learning, and 

transformation amid sustained uncertainty. Innovation likewise extends beyond technological 

invention to encompass social, institutional, and moral dimensions. However, prevailing 

discourses often remain normatively thin, prioritising efficiency and growth over ethical 

considerations. 
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Islamic studies and Islamic thought provide a comprehensive intellectual tradition 

capable of addressing these limitations. Rooted in an integrated worldview that unites ethical 

values, rational inquiry, and spiritual purpose, Islamic intellectual heritage historically 

demonstrated remarkable resilience through mechanisms of ijtihad, knowledge integration, and 

institutional adaptability. Rather than resisting change, Islamic thought developed internal 

methodologies for renewal and reform that preserved moral coherence while engaging evolving 

realities. 

This paper argues that Islamic thought offers a robust interdisciplinary framework for 

conceptualising resilience and innovation in the post-digital age. By foregrounding Islamic 

ethical principles and epistemological unity, the study seeks to reposition Islamic studies as an 

active and critical contributor to contemporary global discourse on innovation, sustainability, and 

human-centered development.

(steadfastness), and hikmah (wisdom). These concepts collectively cultivate moral endurance 

and adaptive capacity at both individual and communal levels. Innovation, meanwhile, is 

theorised through ijtihad (independent reasoning), tajdid (renewal), and islah (reform), which 

function as internal mechanisms for engaging new circumstances. 

Classical scholars such as al-Ghazali and al-Shatibi systematised these adaptive 

mechanisms within the framework of maqasid al-shari‘ah, which prioritises the preservation of 

essential human interests, including religion, life, intellect, dignity, and wealth. Contemporary 

Islamic scholarship has revitalised maqasid-based reasoning to address modern challenges such 

as bioethics, governance, and socio-economic development. 

Recent interdisciplinary literature explores the relevance of Islamic ethics to digital 

transformation, sustainability, and innovation governance. Studies on Islamic finance, digital 

ethics, and environmental stewardship demonstrate the practical applicability of Islamic 

principles. However, existing research often treats Islamic thought as supplementary rather than 

foundational to resilience and innovation frameworks. This paper addresses this gap by 

positioning Islamic studies as a core analytical lens in post-digital resilience discourse. 

Despite the growing body of literature on resilience, innovation, and Islamic ethics, 

existing studies often treat Islamic thought as a supplementary moral discourse rather than as a 

foundational epistemological framework. The integration of Islamic intellectual tradition into 

resilience and innovation theory remains fragmented and under-theorised, particularly in the 

context of post-digital global challenges. This paper seeks to address this gap by positioning 

Islamic studies not as an ethical add-on, but as a coherent interdisciplinary framework capable of 

shaping innovation discourse at a civilisational level. Post-digital scholarship emphasises the 
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ethical opacity and infrastructural invisibility of technological systems, a condition that amplifies 

the need for value-based frameworks such as those offered by Islamic ethical thought. 

Despite extensive discussions on resilience, innovation, and Islamic ethics, existing 

studies frequently position Islamic thought as a supplementary moral discourse rather than as a 

foundational epistemological framework. Consequently, the potential of Islamic intellectual 

tradition to reconceptualise resilience and innovation within post-digital contexts remains under-

theorised.

This study adopts a qualitative, conceptual-analytical research design grounded in Islamic 

studies and interdisciplinary humanities scholarship. The primary objective of the methodology 

is to examine how Islamic intellectual traditions conceptualise resilience and innovation and how 

these concepts can be meaningfully applied to global challenges in the post-digital age. Given 

the normative and philosophical nature of the research questions, a qualitative approach is most 

appropriate for capturing the depth and complexity of Islamic thought. 

Primary data sources consist of authoritative Islamic texts, including selected Qur’anic 

verses, Prophetic traditions, and classical works in usul al-fiqh, ethics, and philosophy. These 

sources are complemented by secondary data drawn from peer-reviewed academic journals, 

scholarly monographs, and conference proceedings focusing on Islamic thought, resilience 

theory, innovation studies, and digital ethics. Only reputable and widely cited academic sources 

are utilised to ensure scholarly rigour. 

The analytical framework is structured around four key Islamic concepts: tawhid, 

maqasid al-shari‘ah, ijtihad, and maslahah.

From an ethical perspective, maqasid al-shari‘ah emerges as a central framework for 

guiding responsible innovation. By prioritising the preservation of life, intellect, dignity, and 

social welfare, maqasid-based reasoning offers normative benchmarks for evaluating digital 

technologies, artificial intelligence, and algorithmic governance. Innovations that undermine 

human dignity or exacerbate inequality are rendered ethically problematic within this 

framework, regardless of their technical efficiency. 
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The concept of ijtihad represents intellectual resilience and innovative reasoning within 

Islamic tradition. In the post-digital age, ijtihad enables scholars and institutions to engage 

constructively with unprecedented phenomena such as automation, data surveillance, and bio-

technological interventions. Rather than resisting change, Islamic thought reframes innovation as 

a process that must remain morally accountable and socially responsive. 

Maslahah further reinforces social resilience by aligning innovation with collective 

benefit and justice. This principle underscores the importance of inclusive and participatory 

approaches to innovation governance, particularly in addressing digital inequality and 

marginalisation. Collectively, these findings demonstrate that Islamic studies can contribute 

substantively to global resilience discourse by offering an integrated ethical and epistemological 

paradigm that balances innovation with moral responsibility. 

Contemporary innovation paradigms often assume value-neutrality, privileging efficiency 

and scalability over ethical deliberation. Islamic thought challenges this assumption by rejecting 

the separation between means and ends. Within the Islamic epistemological framework, 

innovation is inherently moral, and any technological advancement that undermines human 

dignity or social justice constitutes ethical failure rather than progress. This analysis positions 

Islamic thought not merely as a normative critique of dominant innovation paradigms, but as an 

alternative epistemological foundation that integrates ethical accountability, intellectual 

adaptability, and social resilience. 

 

Conclusion 

This study has demonstrated that Islamic studies and Islamic intellectual traditions 

provide a robust and coherent interdisciplinary framework for understanding resilience and 

innovation in the post-digital age. Contrary to assumptions that position religious knowledge as 

peripheral to modern innovation discourse, the analysis shows that Islamic thought contains 

internally consistent mechanisms for adaptability, renewal, and ethical governance.

The findings further indicate that Islamic resilience is not merely reactive but anticipatory 

in nature. By embedding innovation within an ethical worldview that prioritises human dignity 

and collective well-being, Islamic thought offers a normative orientation capable of guiding 

societies through technological disruption, digital uncertainty, and socio-cultural transformation. 

In this sense, resilience within Islamic studies is closely linked to ethical foresight rather than 

short-term adaptation alone. 

This paper therefore contributes to contemporary scholarship by repositioning Islamic 

studies as an active and relevant discipline within global debates on innovation and post-digital 

transformation. The integration of Islamic epistemology with interdisciplinary resilience 

discourse enriches both fields, offering a holistic paradigm that balances technological progress 

with moral accountability. 

The theoretical contribution of this paper lies in reconceptualising resilience and 

innovation through an Islamic epistemological lens, demonstrating that Islamic intellectual 

tradition offers not merely ethical guidance, but a coherent framework for navigating post-digital 

transformation. 

  

Recommendation 

Based on the findings of this study, several recommendations are proposed. First, Islamic

Such engagement would enhance 

the relevance of Islamic scholarship while preserving its normative foundations. 

Second, higher education institutions and research centres should promote collaborative 

platforms that integrate Islamic studies with contemporary disciplines such as digital ethics, 

artificial intelligence, environmental studies, and public policy. This interdisciplinary 

engagement would strengthen intellectual resilience and support ethically informed innovation. 

Third, policymakers and practitioners in Muslim societies are encouraged to adopt 

maqasid-based frameworks when formulating innovation strategies and digital policies. Aligning 

technological advancement with objectives of justice, inclusion, and human dignity would 

contribute to sustainable and socially resilient development. 

Finally, future research should explore empirical applications of Islamic resilience 

frameworks across specific domains, including education systems, digital governance, Islamic 

finance, and community development. Such studies would further substantiate the practical 

relevance of Islamic thought in addressing global post-digital challenges. 
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
